REQUIREMENTS FOR MATERIALS

Of International Conference for Young Scientists and Students

“CURRENT AND FUTURE STATE OF WATER RESOURCE MANAGEMENT AND ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES IN CENTRAL ASIA”

Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan, June 24–26, 2019

Materials of reports (up to 7 pages) in Russian & English are accepted for publication.

The list of requirements for the design of articles:

• First position - in the upper left corner of the page indicate the UDC of the article. To determine the UDC of your work, you can use the directory: https://teacode.com/online/udc/  

After the line with UDC, leave one blank line.

• The second position is the title of the article: in the center in capital, bold type.

After the name, leave one empty line.

• The third position - Last name, first name of the author.

• Fourth position - e-mail

 • Fifth position - abbreviated name of the organization, city, country. 

After the name of the organization, leave one empty line

• Sixth position - abstract (1 paragraph, ~ 100-200 words).

       After abstract, leave one empty line.

• Seventh position - keywords (1–2 lines, ~ 5-10 words).

After the keywords, leave one empty line.

• Eighth position - theses / report

• The ninth position is a numbered list of references (references to the literature in the text are digital, in square brackets in order of citation).

• Tenth position - at the end of the article must be specified in full for each of the authors: full name, academic degree (if any), organization name, position, contact details (phone, e-mail), city, country.

The name of the file with the manuscript should look like: the last name of the first author_report. For example, Imashev_report.docx

The article should not exceed 7 pages of computer typing:

 Text editor - Microsoft Word

 Page Format - A4

 Font - Times New Roman

 Size - 12

 Double spaced 

 Tabulation - 1.25 cm

Graphic material (photos, drawings, graphics, diagrams) is presented in graphic format in black and white, numbered in a row with the necessary text explanations, which are drawn up in the form of figure captions. Figures should not go beyond the boundaries of the print area. Each figure, chart, graph should be a single whole, be able to scale and change position without disturbing the integrity of the image.

All formulas in the text should be numbered in a row. The number of the formula is placed at the right edge. It is advisable to number only those formulas that are referenced in the text. To set them, use the formula editor MathType, font Times New Roman or Symbol, size 12; Latin letters are depicted in italics, Greek and Russian - straight. All variables should be typed in italics both in formulas and inside the text.

Tables are centered on the page. Before and after the table - one empty line. Fields of the table should not go beyond the boundaries of the print area. The name of the table is located in front of the table on the left, a dot at the end of the name is not put.

References. When making a list of references, it is necessary to indicate the full imprint of the cited publication / book / monograph: of all authors; title of the article and journal / collection in which it is published; edition; year of publication; page numbers for an article or the number of pages for books. Samples of literary sources:

 Journal article

Kozyrev M.S. Article title // Journal title. Year. Tom. Room. Pages (for example, pp. 14-27).

 Book

Kozyrev M.S. Title of the book. L .: Publishing. Year. The total number of pages (for example, 354 s).

 Thesis

Kozyrev M.S. Title. Dis. ... Cand. Phys.-Mat. sciences. Tashkent: Name of the Institute. Year. The total number of pages (for example, 354 s).

 Article in the collection

Kozyrev M.S. The name of the article // The name of the collection / Ed. Ivanova A.B. M .: Publishing Year. Article pages
