I. Course description:

This course is designed to motivate you to achieve your goals in English for Academic Purposes (EAP). Although the course focuses on Reading and Writing skills, it also promotes the development of other language skills like Speaking and Listening on a number of up-to-date topics. In addition, it includes different tasks that will encourage you to develop skills in conducting surveys and research, preparing and giving presentations in front of the class, and taking part in debates. This EAP course will help you to prepare for standard exam questions asked in TOEFL and other advanced exams.   
II. Goals and Objectives:

Upon the completion of this course you will be able to:

· infer word meaning from context, infer information not expressed in the interviews;
· read for main ideas and details;
· introduce, defend, and express pro and con sides of an issue;

· use context clues to infer meaning, identify and use synonyms, and commonly confused words, identify and use idiomatic expressions. 

As a student in this course, you will be expected to complete required readings and assignments and to come to class prepared to discuss information covered in your texts and handouts.    

III. Course requirements:

A. Attendance

Attendance at all classes for the Preparatory Program is mandatory. If you are absent for unavoidable reasons (illness or other), your instructor must be informed on the same day (the day you miss). This should be done by telephone or e-mail (telephone number and e-mail address are given at the beginning of this syllabus).  It is also NOT allowed to be late for the classes. Being regularly late for the classes affects your grade. The longer you are absent, the lower your grade for classroom activities will be.  If your unjustified absences exceed 30%, you automatically get “F” and are not allowed to take the Final Test. 

B. Classroom Etiquette

It is prohibited to eat or drink during the class as it may distract you or your classmates’ attention. Mobile phones must be switched off or programmed to “Silent” during the class. 

C. Participation

You are expected to take an active part in all classroom activities: ask questions in English, answer questions of other students voluntarily, express your viewpoint on discussed subjects, and take part in group activities. All this together makes up your grade for classroom activities. All subjects occurring in the course of this program are to be discussed in English only. 

D. Home Assignments

Home assignments are an integral and important component of the instruction. All home assignments should be submitted on time. The assignments and due dates can be found in the Course Schedule below. Late work in written form will not be accepted. If the assignment is not clear, you can come up to me for the clarification before the due date. It is important to read additional material on your own to be successful in completing the course. Retelling of the text will be asked randomly. 
E. Class Exercises

In-class writing and exercises should be done in a special exercise book or on the handouts. If you are absent for any reason, consult your classmates or me to find out what you have missed. 

F. Feedback Journals/Reflection Papers/Diaries 
You will be required to type brief journals/papers (at least 1 typed page per class, A4-format, double space, Times Roman typeface 11 or 12 pt.) as a reaction to in-class discussions about the readings. By the end of the term, you should have at least 30 pages. In this journal, you should analyze what you have learned from the discussions (e.g., what is your opinion on the topic, whether it has changed after the discussion, and so on) and how you can apply this knowledge to your everyday life. 

G. Student Presentations 

Each student should give at least one 5-10 minute presentation. The themes of the presentations should be discussed with the instructor beforehand. The grades will be based on the “Presentation – Grading Rubric” which you can find on EAP e-course. The due date is December 15th, 2013. 
H. Vocabulary

Keep a separate vocabulary notebook/file of new words that you will learn in classes, watching movies, speaking, reading or listening. Your vocabulary should have the following structure: Word (transcription (definition ( translation (picture ( examples with the word.

I. Quizzes and exams
You will have a number of quizzes and achievement tests throughout the course. The quizzes will be relatively brief and they might occur at the beginning of any class. The quizzes will include the words used in the chapter and will not be announced beforehand, which means that you must be ready for the quiz at every lesson. Achievement tests will include the material covered in the class and in the text readings. Both multiple choice and short answer sections will be included in quizzes and exams. If you are not satisfied with the score of the exam or have missed one, you are allowed to retake it only once by appointment. (The latter rule is not applied to quizzes.)  

J. Extracurricular Academic Activities

Your participation in Essay Contest or Debates sponsored by the US Embassy and NGA will also let you apply your knowledge in practice, and see if you are able to compete outside the classroom. In addition, it will also higher the final EAP score.
