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Is AUCA the Most Technically Equipped University?

American University is considered to be one of the best
technically equipped universities in Kyrgyzstan. Do AUCA
students think so? As the time passes, more and more
questions arise towards our computer laboratories and
copy center. Let’s find out and make it clear, why do so many
complaints occur with computers and copy center.

Copy Center

As from this year, the working time of Copy Center was decreased.
Now it works from 12 p.m. to 13 p.m. This change puts a big question
“WHY?” in our students’ mind. The manager of Copy Center answered
some questions, which were bothering our students.

Could you tell us what was the reason for reducing the
working time of Copy center?

Asyou know, equipment for the copy machine is extremely expensive.
In summer, we had to buy all of the apparatus for 600$. All the things
were ordered from Russia and delivery took 3 months. We all remember
that students were making a lot of useful and useless copies last year.
The copy machine cannot afford such a working load. This year we
decided to raise a price to 2 soms per page and to decrease the working
time of the copy center. We consider that it is convenient for students
to come at lunch time. At this time they do not have to wait till the office
managers will finish their copies done. Lunch time is assigned only for
students now.

What kind of changes occurred due to decreasing of
working time?

Last year we were wasting 46—47 piles of A4 papers. This year it
decreased 3—4 times. I also noticed that students started to think about
what to copy; they started to waste less money on copies.

Isitpossible that the Copy Center will increase its working
day in future?

As I noticed, students do not need this increase. Each day only five
or six students come to make copies. Even when I worked till 5 p.m.,
no more than one or two students were interested in services of Copy
Center. However, we still keep in mind the wishes of our students and
we are thinking about increasing working day. It may happen starting
with next semester.

Computer Labs

Students often complain about the technical flaws in AUCA
Computer Labs. Ekaterina Kombarova, Head of Academic
Computing and Classroom Technology Department, agreed
to respond to those complaints and clarify the general state
of the Labs and their problems.

Students say they often cannot print their documents in
the Labs. What can be the reason?

Sometimes a student has page numeration in his or her document
and gives an order to the computer to print, let’s say, page 25 while
there are only 20 pages in the document in fact. So always be sure
that the page you want to print exists. Then, if there is some very big
PDF file with lots of graphics it can be processed for a long time before
printing or not be printed at all — but rarely and only if it is really big
and complicated. If your file is printed after you leave, you should know
there is a box next to the common printer where all yesterday’s prints
are stored. Actually, a student can contact us and find something he or
she had printed but didn’t take for about a month after printing.

What are the obligations and responsibilities of the
assistants of the departments?

There are three main fields of their responsibilities. First, they are
responsible for the printer and in particular for providing the printer
with new paper. Second, assistants are there to answer students’ simple
questions about usage of the Labs’ resources, but never about access,
passwords or other issues of security has (another IT department dealt
with that). Third, they take care of all the equipment, i.e. the stapler,
clips, etc. By the way, nobody is allowed to remove the stapler from the
assistant’s table, it always must be there. Assistants work until 8 p.m.

Students also complain that after they log in, computers
load very slowly.

I think it depends on the room a student is in. In rooms 203 and
213 computers are very old and we have to change them this or next
year. In the other rooms computers are pretty new and such problems
mustn’t occur. If they do, it can be caused by some programs being run
while the computer loads. These are our difficulties and we are now
working to solve them.

Many students want to see a second printer in the Labs,
since just one means a bunch of paper where it is difficult to
Jfind your own one in. What can you say?

I think that would be just another bunch. I wonder where students
want us to put the second printer. If next to the first one, it’s not a
problem, but it doesn’t solve the situation with too many prints, I
believe.

Dmitrii Kanisiev from Software development and
databases group of IT department gave comments on
security measures in the Labs.

We require all the students, faculty and staff to change their AUCA
accounts passwords every two months. It must be more than 4
characters. Why is it done? According to my experience, most accounts
have just numbers in it. It is disturbing if we consider that in theory a
student can crack a professors’ password if it is too simple, say, 1234, and
encroach upon information in there. We had two options: to obligate
every AUCA community member to have complicated passwords of
not less than 8 characters with letters, numbers and symbols or just to
require them all to change the password every 2 months. We chose the
latter. This rule holds since 1998.

We cannot say that the AUCA Labs are in stagnation. The difficulties
are acknowledged, development continuously goes on and, most
importantly, the IT department is very open to students’ suggestions
and initiatives. Thus, Ekaterina Kombarova comes up with an idea of a
survey among AUCA students to evaluate, to critique and ultimately to
improve Labs’ work. Do students of the University need it? Still we can
read in our syllabi that “technical difficulties are not excuse for belated
tasks accomplishment”. Still we can hear the aphorism of Galina
Badiukova, English language teacher, “Don’t wait with your prints till
the last minute. Equipment never works when you need it to, didn’t you
know that? ” Still many students have neither Internet access at home
nor laptops or desktop computers so they can only work on their papers
at AUCA, mostly in Labs. Let’s consider that probably all the courses
deal with electronic versions of papers, e-courses, online resources,
and so on. Obviously the thing is that AUCA students desperately need
equipment they can rely on.

“Economic Crisis” in AUCA

The changes in curricula that brought about 30 extra-credits to our graduates

The news about the misfortune of the Seniors from Economics
Department spread rapidly in our community. It made many AUCA
students concerned about their future studying. Different hypotheses
were proposed, however, no one knows for sure the real cause of this
decision.

In the beginning of the first semester, ECO-108 group was
announced striking news. They had to cover many more credits than
an ordinary senior does. They had to take 13 more General Education
courses, and 10,5 more courses — from Economics Requirements
List. In total, 23,5 credit-hours were added to their regular schedule.
Depending on fulfilment of requirements in previous years, different
students got different amounts of extra-credits.

“In this semester I have 33 credit-hours,” says Farrukh Bulbulov,
“In spring semester I'm supposed to have 21. However, it’s not an
exact number, everything still can be changed. Who knows what’s
going to happen?”

Nevertheless, even with such a busy schedule many students are
not able to graduate this year. Those who spent their credit-hours to
get a minor, or who took academic leave, or studied abroad, had many
more classes to complete. Changed requirements made it impossible
for them to graduate in 2012. By the way, a regular 3 credit-hour class
costs from 6,750 to 13,000soms (about $147-$285) depending on
citizenship. Thus, the changes in the curriculum also impact on the
students’ financial state.

Another issue is the worsening of the quality of education. “We
cannot cover the material intended for a few years in two semesters
only. In addition, we have our diploma thesis that also takes a lot of
time,” says a student who preferred to stay anonymous.

Evidently, ECO-108 students could not even physically manage
to complete their studies. “We are getting used to these changes,

although it does not come easily. During midterms we understood
that we are no longer able to handle the tasks,” says Hislat Juraeva.
A kind of rebel during one midterm was raised; students submitted
blank sheets of paper because no one had time to get prepared for
the test. “We wanted the requirements to be decreased, but the only
thing we achieved was postponing of the exam to another date,” adds
Hislat.

According to the Official Midterm Scores Report, in Environmental
Economics class the average score was 2,6 out of 5, which is far from
their usual results. Students had to complete this course during the
Fall Break and obviously, such an accelerated course of studying
promised nothing good.

The issue of having no holidays is quite popular among ECO-108
Seniors, too. “We didn’t have a rest on Fall Break, even on weekends.
The same thing is going to happen in winter,” says Jarkynai
Ashirbekova.

“Well, our department meets us half-way. We can understand them.
Neither we, nor they wanted this to happen. I think, it has something
to do with the Ministry of Education. Was it made by purpose or
accidentally it is still an issue. For this I don’t have an answer,” says
Farrukh.

On the whole issue of the “Economic Crisis” the Head of Economics
Department, Zarylbek Kudabaev, comments, “It’s not a good topic for
an article, it was a once-only occurrence. It just happened due to some
changes in the system. It is not going to touch any other students.
Don’t worry, it will never happen again.”

It was
organized by the Rotaract Club of Bishkek, a
non-profit organization, which exists in the
capital of Kyrgyzstan during more than 10
years. The aim of the concert was to gather
funds for Angelina Garanina, a 12-year-
old girl from Bishkek with the diagnose of
osteogenous sarcoma (bone cancer). She is in
one of the Saint-Petersburg’s hospitals, and
she needs more than $ 30, 000 for medical
treatment.

“The idea to organize an event, dedicated
to the memory of legendary Liverpool
Four came a long time ago,” said Akjibek
Beishebaeva, the past president of the Club
and the coordinator of this project. “The point
was that there are still a lot of people, young
and mature, who admire “The Beatles”, who
remember all the songs of this band and want
to come and listen to the lovely words.”

Indeed, the estimates of the organizers were
lived up. The concert hall of Loft “TSEH” was
overfull.

“Though there were no sits, people arrived
and arrived. They asked to pass the entrance,
they were ready to stand all the time just to
come and listen to the songs,” said Kanykei
Sharshenova, a member of the Rotaract Club
and one of the organizers of the concert.

“The Rolls” music band, a musician Nurbek
Savitahunov, and Salia Asanova, a singer and
sophomore of American University of Central
Asia, performed at the event. The live sound
and fascinating play on instruments inspired
the public.

“We were singing and felt the giant waves
of positive emotions from the audience — it
was so amazing! People were dancing, they
asked us to play their own favorite songs...
the atmosphere in the hall was so friendly,”
shared Ersultan Alykulov, the frontman of
“The Rolls” band. “We performed till strained
the voices.”

The special thing was that there was an
exhibition of different posters and drawings
of the Fab Four. They were exposed on the
auction, which was held during the concert.

The organizers gathered near 40, 000 soms
from the tickets selling, the donations and
the auction. The funds are transferred to the
deposit of Angelina.

Rotaract is a non-profit international
organization, which is located in 179
countries. Its aim is the self-development
through community and social service.

Loft “TSEH” is a building in Bishkek,
where people organize different exhibitions
and creative events. Also, offices of different
companies are located there.

“The Rolls” music band consists of four guys
(Ersultan Alykulov, Ulan Omorov, Daniyar
Djumanazarov, Katagan Jumagulov) , who
perform their favorite rock-n-roll music.

Nurbek Savitahunov is a musician
performing folk. Also, he is a soloist of “Yellow
Blue Bus” music band.
