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Wait! Re What?

It is good to know that environment needs
protection, but it is important to take actions
too, at least from time to time. It seems that
AUCA students don’t care about the environ-
ment since they keep leaving trash on tables in
Bravo and Kitchenette, or since they mix up the
garbage in special boxes that were placed by the
Green Campus team around AUCA.

That is why Professor Martin Ossewaarde
decided to gather young people interested in
keeping our nature safe, and concentrate on en-
vironmental issues not of our university only,
but also of the country as a united structure. We
asked him and one of the members of the Green
Campus, Daler Kaziev, about the mistakes which
people usually do at AUCA. Daler goes first.

What problems do you face while volunteer-
ing for the Green Campus?

There are some challenges that we are facing
today. One of them is wrong recycling (!) Unfor-
tunately, there is only one kind of a waste bin
in our people’s mind — they don’t differentiate
plastic bottles from paper or vice versa. Some-
times students and professors throw away good
books and handouts (!), and I think that these
educational materials shouldn’t be treated like
garbage, because in some remote areas of Kyr-

people do them.

Do you think people care about the Green
Campus?

I think that probably over a half of our stu-
dents, faculty and staff recycle correctly. Some
don’t recycle at all, and as long as they put their
waste in the general waste bin that’s not a big
problem. There is a small percentage of people
who apparently don’t care, don’t pay attention to
the instructions or even seem to take pleasure in
upsetting the system by putting liquid and waste
in paper bins or plastic bins. It’s a small percent-

gyzstan people lack books, especially in English.
Maybe we will think about separate boxes placed
individually for books, so that we can give them
to those who need them (libraries, orphanage
houses, NPOs etc.)

What do you want everyone to know?

I want to thank everybody who is throwing
things away where they have to be thrown, espe-
cially in rooms on the second floor, which are in
the dark corridor in front of the CH-1. They al-
ways do everything right, which makes our work
less messy.

Those, who don’t pay attention where they
throw things away:

« don’t mix plastic, paper and garbage

«  put only empty bottles in the boxes (oth-
erwise why do you spend money and throw it
half full?)

e try not to throw away books or other
useful materials, give them to library or someone
who needs them instead

« reduce plastic waste by bringing your
own plastic bags to the stores (preferably, biode-
gradable*) when you do shopping

*Biodegradable plastics are plastics that are
capable of being decomposed by bacteria or oth-
er living organisms.

Martin Ossewwaarde also talked about the
problems our society has, explaining below why

age, it doesn’t disrupt our system, but we regu-
larly have to pass by the bins and take things out
to make sure that people don’t think it doesn’t
matter anymore.

I know from my experience with government
in Europe that public awareness of environ-
mental issues must be constantly maintained. It
means you need to keep sending out the same
sort of messages regularly because people forget.
You have to keep educating and educating.

So let’s remember that a small amount of
people are trying to do a good thing not only for
us, but for the whole generation we live in. Let’s
help them and stop ignoring the problems which
may not be in our houses yet, but sooner or later
will come without any solution.

Why Journalism?

Because it is really interesting. I al-
ways liked writing. I wrote a lot of letters
to my grandmother, I wrote poems. I
worked in high school in literature mag-
azine. I just really liked asking questions,
and telling stories, and using language.
And so when I thought about what kind
of work I could do that has those things,
I thought about journalism.

What do you notice in every stu-
dent, no matter what university?

They are easily bored; they are not in-
terested in bullshit, although sometimes
they have to pretend to be. If I pay at-
tention to the work they are doing, they
tend to respond really well. I notice that
students don’t want to be talked to, they
prefer to be kind or talked with and show
some things. I don’t like to make them
feel stupid, because they are not. They
are generally willing to try new things if
you can show them why it is interesting.

What are you collecting your
students’ works for?

We are making a magazine called
Juicy. It is just a collection of some sto-
ries that students have written in one of
my classes. It’s to give the students an
audience and put their work together.
It is not just something that you do for
class. It is something you can take after
class.

As a teenager, what was the
most important thing for you?

What was really important and what
I got was that my parents let me find out

DONE! DONE! DONE!

who I am and what I wanted to do. They
didn’t force me or push me, they let me
discover what I do well and let me ex-
plore that.

Did it take a lot of time to find
out who you wanted to be?

I am still finding out who I want to be.
It takes your entire life to find out who
you want to be.

What was the most difficult
thing for you in college?

Boring, uninspiring teachers. It is
hard to sit in the room, two or three
times in a week for an hour and half.
Sometimes I felt like I am wasting my
time. Sometimes a student can ask the
teacher to explain things differently. Pay
a little more attention like turn off the
phone.

Advice to journalists

Pay attention. Be astonished. Be ex-
cited to be in the world and tell stories
about it.

Adyvice to writers

Don’t give up. Writing is hard.

Advice to young people

Do not spend a lot of time feeling bad
about yourself. And take time to try to
know who you are and sometimes you
don’t, so it means be passionate until you
figure it out.

Why do you travel a lot?

Itis a big crazy world. When I travel, I
see things and I learn things in a way that
I don’t when I stay home. I need to stay
home and be where I live, and I also have
a great gift of being able to live some-
times in other countries and learn from
being in a new place. I go to a new place
and there are things that I don’t under-
stand. So when I travel I have to come

with our parents, and we lose things, and
we break our hearts, and we fail, and we
struggle. You do it in one language, in
this body, in this country; I do this in this
body, in this language, in another coun-

try.

Because this article happened to be a
farewell, some of Laura Kelly’s students
share with us their memories and things
they liked about her and her classes.

man existence. His name is Dr. Duane
Lacey, and he is an Associate Professor
of Philosophy at AUCA.

Lacey started reading philosophy as
a teenager. The book that hooked his
attention was What is a Thing? by Mar-
tin Heidegger. “It was the strangest title
I have ever seen. How can a writer talk
in a whole book about what a thing is? I
had to buy it,” he says laughing. “It was
very difficult to understand, but I caught
a glimpse of how difficult it is to answer
the question what is a thing. Then I
started to study philosophy on my own.
But I never had philosophy classes in
high school. After high school, however,
I went on to study it formally in college
and finished my Ph.D. at the New School
for Social Research in New York City.”

Lacey travels around the world teach-
ing philosophy to young students. He

was born in Virginia, then has been mov-
ing with his family from place to place
across America. “I can say that I grew up
in many parts of the country, but mostly
the Northeast.”

Lacey always wanted to come to the
faraway places. That’s why he works and
travels in different parts of the world. “It
is important to get to know the place. You
can’t be a tourist. You have to stay and be
involved in the culture and learn about
the culture as much as you can.” But ac-
cording to his words, it is very difficult
to define where the home is. “I've been
traveling for almost a decade. Home is
where I am.”

His travels also teach him. “I like to
see how I can learn more about philoso-
phy by teaching it in different parts of
the world. Plato in Iceland is sometimes
different from Plato in the United Arab

Emirates. It’s the same text but the reac-
tions and discussions that texts generate
are completely different,” he says.

Lacey thinks that Bishkek has an un-
usual beauty. The wild nature makes the
city completely unique. “There is some-
thing very lovely, a kind of rugged beau-
ty. And I feel comfortable in that.”

Before teaching philosophy at AUCA,
Lacey was living in the United Arab
Emirates for five years. “I was used to
students who are less free.

Having started his work at AUCA
since September this year, he has already
got used to the university. Once he was a
student at AUCA, who graduated from
the Department of Psychology in 2009.
Now he performs consultancy work. He
was a student, but now he sees students
through the eyes of an employee.

“The most interesting thing in my
job is my job. Every day I face the chal-
lenge. Can I help my clients or not? But
at the same time I have the opportunity
to change something in their lives. Many

people want to solve global problems.
But I address to them on the individual
level, I'm helping a particular person,”
shares the psychologist.

Ismailov works part-time at AUCA.
He can have four persons in a day. Start-
ing his working day at 1 pm, his first cli-
ents come with individual issues to dis-
cuss with a psychologist.

“Usually students have the same
problems of relationships in couples,
with parents. These problems are the
basics of a human’s life with a huge in-
fluence in every aspect of it,” explains
Ismailov.

Ismailov says there is the general
process of the consultancy work and
shares the steps he uses to get into the
conversation with his clients. At first, he

is not allowed. Come on! Why can’t you
just be there and have rest? Why don’t
they let students stay there?

Another thing is the TV set in Ger-
man Bakery. Everyday many students
go there and have lunch, tea or whatever
and sit there for a while. If you have not
noticed, there is a TV in German Bakery.
Why I'm saying ‘if you have not noticed’
is because they never switch the TV on.
Sometimes, when you are just sitting
and having tea, it is nice to watch TV,
just like in Bravo. Since I came to AUCA,
never have I ever seen that TV on, what
is the point of it hanging there?

Another thing that is supposed to be
for students is pianos. I learnt that get-
ting the key to the room 120 depends on
which security’s shift that day is. Rarely
you go there and just get the key. Most of
the times they make you go the General
Education Department, get the permis-
sion letter and so on. Why do we have
to get that letter if we just want to prac-
tice playing piano when there is no one
there? There is no lesson and nobody is
in there, so just give the key and people
will practice their skills.

There is another piano on the second
floor of the library that is always locked.

establishes contact. On this stage it is
better not to ask emotional, straightfor-
ward questions. After that, he goes to the
active part of the intervention. Finally,
step-by-step he starts asking about the
main problem of the person.

After work Ismailov tries to leave his
conversations with clients at his work
place, not thinking about them anymore.
“I try leave my clients’ problems at work,
not taking them home with me. Because
if I do so, I cannot come to my work again
and see a new person to help him or her.”
