There was a meeting where the students
were able to get the answers for analogous
questions from President Andrew Wachtel.
There is no secret that this meeting created
a lot of discussions among the students
so here are some comments concerning
answers of President.

“I did not get any exact answers to my
questions”

“Answers to the question always
reflected the surprise in our stupidity or
care”.

“All answers were like that: No time to
explain, it is your entire fault!”

“50% of people who came to the meeting
were interested in sports. The President
did not give a specific answer, well, after
realizing that the issue will not be resolved,
he closed this topic and refused to answer
any more questions about sports”.

“Do you think today’s meeting decided
something? In general, guys, there will be
no systemic changes. Administration will
push its own, coming up with «enemies»,
to arrange a meeting with the students, and
to scold students and accuse them for their
mediocrity”.

“In part, the President is right. If I knew
that it is necessary to close the sport, I, by
hook or crook, have to try to do it. And he’s
right, that is our business, it is our duty to
walk in pairs, because ¢’'mon, we’re not in
school, it is a university. There are no class

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Questions?

During last weeks, on social
networks, students actively discussed
problems concerning new changes at
AUCA. Some of them appeared because
of new payment policy, others because
students just wanted to show their
discontents toward University. To
destroy all intrigues among the students
of AUCA and get answers to important
questions, we decided to interview
Andrew Wachtel and organize a meeting
with him. Moreover, we have visited our
New Campus to get to know positive
and negative sides of our removal and,
if there are some problems, to decide
about them in advance.

-Why do we have to pay
additional payment for sports?

- That’s a trick question. Why do
we have to do sports available to student
of AUCA for free? They are supposed
to pass them? If they do not show up to
these classes why we have to continue
to give them for free? Students know
that they have to take sports and pass
them for a definite period of time and a
definite amount of hours. And if they fail
it, of course, they have to retake it and
pay a definite amount of money. This is
a really stupid question because student
are informed that they have to pass
sports, so if they do not do it they have
to pay in order to retake it. There is the
same policy for all classes, what’s wrong
about sports? Nobody complain that he/
she failed economic classes and he/she is
going to retake it in summer.

-It was a misunderstanding
about the new policy because
students did not know that they
have to pay for failing sports.

- That is true it was not
announced that if they fail their sport
classes they will pay. However, that is
totally ridiculous because students know
that if they fail their classes they have to
retake it on summer and pay for them.
Nobody promises that sport classes will
be free forever. Those students who are
complaining about failing sports classes
are essentially stealing money from
other students of AUCA, not from me.

- Will there be a new equipped

gym in our New Campus?

- Yes, of course, there will be a
gym. After all sport classes students if
they wish will be able to exercise there
for free.

-What about new foreign
professors?
- Yes, of course. Every year

certain number of professors comes
and a certain number of professors go.
So, there are 20% of foreign faculty
and 80% of local faculty in AUCA. My
expectation is that percentage will not
change; we will try to keep it as usual.
It is good to bring foreign professors in
AUCA because they have different way
of thinking and students should see the
world from different types of prospects.

-Some students say that they
have 80% of local professors, but
they want to have 50%/50%.

- In this way, students have
to pay twice much money. I mean
students need to realize that foreign
faculty members cost twice as much
as a local faculty, because they need
a visa, accommodation, etc. Usually
we are interested in full time and long
term professors, because they are more
useful for students. And most of the
foreign professors of our university are
not like that; they are coming just for
one year. Therefore, percentage of those
teachers is low. Perhaps, we will increase
percentage of foreign faculty to 25% but
not over than 25%. Because I do not think
that it is a good goal for our University.

-Will new changes in payment
occur if new foreign professors
come?

- Foreign faculty always costs
more money, because of three reasons.
First is that fact that we have to pay for
bringing foreign faculty. Second is that
we have to pay for their accommodation
while members of local faculty have their
own family, house, etc. And the third
reason is that foreign faculty depends on
higher salary than local professors.

-So, will there be new changes in
payment, if foreign faculty comes?

- No, there will not be changes.
Composition now is 80/20, and we are

not going to change it, because when one
foreign professor goes, we bring another
one. So, I think composition will be
stable.

-Will there be new dormitory in
our New Campus?

- Not yet. It is not effective to
build dormitory, because of high prices
nobody will live there. And we cannot
make them cheaper, because new
construction costs more than old Soviet
Union construction, which is free. That
is why we cannot build a dormitory.

-What about New ID cards? Why
do we need them?

- ID cards will give a chance to
have the all things unified. Goal of these
new cards is to have all things in one
place: library card, bank car, etc. It will
make your life easier.

-Will we have to pay any taxes
for using these new cards?

- I think, there is a fee just for
getting those cards, but there are no any
taxes for using them. Using cards will be
free in any level; I mean all operations
concerning these cards are going to be
free.

-What about transportation?

- Transportation is a very
interesting question for me. We can buy
a bus and employ a driver who will pick
up students from certain places all over
the city. However, it is very expensive
and does not work very well. So, first let’s
move in to New Campus, and for some
period of time let’s see how students get
to Campus. I am sure that most students
will rent an apartment near it, and they
will not need transportation. I think it
is not a big problem yet, but if students
complain about it, we will try to solve
this problem.

-There are many people, who
live far from the New Campus.
What about them?

- We will work on this problem,
but before let’s see how they will get to
University.

-One more question about new
payments. Will students have to
pay for parking?

- I do not know, we have not
decided this question yet. But if to be
honest, perhaps, students, who are
driving a car, will pay for parking 10$ for
month.

During the meeting, students were
offered some alternative ways to pass
their failed sport classes, for example,
free jogging course. Yes, it is not
football or basketball, but this way you
will not pay any money. Which is also
good is that President Andrew Wachtel
promised to students, that they will be
available to practice football or any
other sport in the New Campus without
taking the course. By offered schedule,
a student can go to a football field and
play there. So, for those who were
complaining that they do not get to play
any sports in the New Campus — this is
good news for you.

Talking about foreign professors
and professors in general, of course, it
would be great to have 50% of foreign
professors and 50% of local. It is not
only about “different ways of thinking
and different kinds of prospects” but
also about the level of English they have.
It is not a secret that some professors’
English is the same as students’ or even
lower. And when students, who got
into university with the lowest TOEFL
passing scores, have discussions with
professors in “english-russian”, the
overall level of English of the whole
university simply will not increase.

Moving to the New Campus is
obviously not going to be for free. For
instance, these new ID cards, sport
which now costs $350 and probably
paid parking lot will charge students
additional money. And, obviously, the
tuition will also increase, but we do
not know yet by how much. Will this be
a huge problem for those who pay full
tuition? Will the New Campus worth
our money? No one knows until we get
there.

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Are you satisfied?

It is self-evident that the dormitory is a kind of world sepa-
rated, but at the same time in parallel to existing reality. There
are no laws and regulations. And if there are, they are not
transparent and not written. The main rule is to be young and
cheerful resident. Nevertheless this article was born as a result
of some messages we got on “The New Star” mail box, where
students complain about discontent they got about dormitory.

“Dorm has become horrible!!!! Do not want to live there at
ALL!!! Ehhhh, if it was not required, I would have moved out
from there way back!!!! These RA’s laws enrage me, already
tired. Feeling as if we live in a prison”

“T hate Dorm! A hotbed of infection, nor hygiene, nor any
concern for the students! Fu, want to move out already!

In order to get to know the list of the problems, which
as a result infuriate the students, we collect responses of the
Dorm habitants. The survey shows that most of the struggles
students get living in AUCA are:

e Payment. Quality does not suit the price we pay. One
room allotted for three and four students consist square me-
ters as a result “T think dormitory does not worth the money
we pay because in general we pay for one bed. We do not
have enough space to put clothes, or books. So we have to put
everything everywhere simply because there is no free space
for personal stuff. We pay 180$%. But condition of the room
doesn’t suit the price. If each of us will pay the same amount
of money we could rent a big flat with fully equipped kitchen.
So I think it would be really good if a payment will be a little
bit decreased”

e Kitchen. There is only one small kitchen for all resi-
dents of dormitory and it is located in the basement. “Kitchen
is too far from us, we have to go downstairs to cook and get
back to the fifth floor. It would be better if we have own cooker
in our room, but apparently it is not allowed.”

e Refrigerator. One floor, where 35 students live, has
one refrigerator. Most of the students do not use it because
there is no place in it to put products. “I do not keep anything
in refrigerator because there is no space in it to put even an
egg, actually I try to eat fast-food or buy meal from the Kitch-
enette. Sometimes I can put juice or milk but usually refrig-
erator completely clogged. It would be really awesome to
get some little freezing chambers for students who do not use
fridge”

e  Security and RA staff. This issue has caused a lot
of speculation among students. There are two groups of stu-
dents. In first group the
students happy with the
way security behave and
work. While the second
group of the students
including those who do
not live in the dormitory
(visiting students) reveal
| that they are not satis-
fied with the way security
acts.

«I believe that RA
stuff becomes better be-
cause in the beginning
they firritated a lot of
the students. They were
limiting us. For instance,
there were some mo-
ments when I was do-
ing my homework and

they disturbed me periodically saying to be quiet, however I
didn’t make any noise. I am not saying that it is related to the
whole staff but even now some of them act like they have su-
per power and always dictating: “You should do this, and you
are not allowed to do this”. But in fact, there are written regu-
lations in our AUCA books, and even though we act according
to them, staff still exceeds their power continuing to say: “You
are doing it wrong”. I think that it would be cool if there will
be competent RA staff, not students but those who will work
in order to make student life comfortable ,not complicated”

“Sometimes they (security) have really bad mood. We
don’t know how to communicate with them and I hope that
we will solve that problem, we will try to talk to them”

“I do not have any problems with security and the RA staff.
I have never felt that they act wrong way or have bad attitude
towards students”

Wi-Fi. “Wi-Fi does not work stable. Usually it works,
but sometimes you do not have an access to the internet and
you don’t know why because no one explains the reason why
connection is lost. In result you may pass the deadline or fail
home task, so it makes me feel really angry”.

Computer labs. “There is a big computer lab in the Dor-
mitory but the main reason why students cannot work there
is that most of computers don’t work. That is why lots of stu-
dents living in dormitory, have to stay at university libraries
till the midnight in order to be able to work on the available
and working computers. So it will be very comfortable for
many of us to work in the lab of the dormitory where all com-
puters are fully functioning”

It seems as to live good at AUCA dormitory you have be
agree to overpay for accommodation, love fast food, and do not
use the kitchen or fridge. All US-CAEF students are obligated
to live in dormitory for one year even though most of them do
not want to pay $180 each month for one bed, refrigerator with
no free place in it and small kitchen.

It is really interesting because on the official site of the uni-
versity the following words are written:

All semester-long exchange students are required to live
in the Dormitory. Full-time international students, especially
freshmen and students of the Preparatory Program are en-
couraged to live in the Dormitory to help them adjust to life in
Bishkek and the demands of the AUCA education.

It means that only all-semester long EXCHANGE students
are REQUIRED to live in dormitory, but the students from
Preparatory program as NGA students as well as full-time in-
ternational students are ENCOURAGED to live in the Dorm.
However for unknown reasons there is nothing about the obli-
gation for students with US-CAEF scholarship, who MUST live
in the dormitory for one year. Why it is a problem? Because
majority of the students who have US-CAEF scholarship re-
ceive 280% and it is a single source of money for them. So they
have only 100$ to survive in Bishkek within one month.

On the official website of the University it is said that “The
rooms are doubles and quadruples.” (https://www.auca.kg/
en/dormitory) But in fact, there are rooms with 5 people living
in it. One of the New Star reporters told the President about
this issue, but he refused to admit that there are more than 4
people living in one room.

What’s more contradicting is that it says “In 2014-2015 Ac-
ademic Year the price for rent for rooms is $170 per person for
self-payers” while students pay $180 per month.

We hope that students and Dorm administration will come
to the solution, which will be profitable for both sides.

Student Senate Stipends

On 10th of April Student Senate
awarded 4 AUCA students with need-
based once-paid stipends for their
contribution to student life. Awarding
was held on Friday at 4 p.m. during
Brain Ring competition among High
School students. Recall that criteria of
selection were being a sophomore, junior
or senior, having at least 3.5 cumulative
GPA, being at good academic standing
and active in extra-curricular activities of
the university. Freshmen students could
not apply for stipend because they have
not shown themselves yet. Moreover,
applicants were to submit their statement

of purpose, copy of passport and non-
official transcript to room 104.

There were 11 applications in total
from students of different educational
programs. Student Senate made
a decision together with Student
Coordinator in order to make a selection
fair. “We chose only 4 students, not 6
as it was announced before. The rest
of applicants did not meet the criteria
like minimum GPA or good academic
standing. Some of them did not actually
understand the purpose of this stipend
and, therefore, did not fully reflect
the reason why they applied in their

statement of purpose,”’- said Bermet

AUCA students participated in
The Willem C. Vis International
Commercial Arbitration Moot. It is
an annual international moot court
competition which was held from
27th of March to 2nd April in Vienna,
Austria.The object of the competition
is to develop an interest of students
to areas of international commercial
and arbitration laws and encourage
the resolution of business disputes
by arbitration. This year competition
took place in the 22-second time and
gathered more than 2,500 students
from 299 universities, including such
famous universities as Harvard, Yale,
Cambridge and Columbia.

Kyrgyzstan, namely students from
American University of Central Asia,
attended to this competition for the first
time. Selection of participants was based
onthe general level of performance,
as well as on the results of the course
Moot Court which is mandatory for all
students of International and Business
Law department. Students, who were
selected to represent AUCA in Vienna
are Beksultan Kubenov, Janygul
Kaparova, Aida Atambekova, Meder
Akeneev, Tovus Honikboeva, Roziiamo
Hokimshoeva, Rumia Ismatova.
The entire trip, including tickets,
accommodation and registration fee to
participate in the competition, was paid
by AUCA, part of the funds was covered
by grant SILC.

Despite the lack of experience and
strong opponents, our students were
able to demonstrate their skills and
knowledge and receive positive feedback
from the judges. Unfortunately, it
was not enough to get into the final
rounds of the competition. One of the
participants, Meder Akeneev shares
his personal experience gained during
this trip: “This trip changed my views
in many ways. When you reside within
the university, you feel that your
knowledge and skills are not enough to
be competitive in the market. However,
when you get into new place and meet
students from foreign universities, you
begin to understand thatlevel is actually
high and there is room for improvement,
there is a lot of work”

It is unknown whether the university
is planning to participate in this
competition again or not. We can only
advise students to try to maintain a
high level of academic achievement,
because it opens a lot of opportunities to
participate in this type of contests and
events.
