Freshmen got used to volunteers’ crazy behavior
and showed their talents on Star Academy, some
of them even got their parodies during the Closing
Ceremony (Iom-2). The New Star prepared a
photoreport and collected messages from Boxes
and tweets with #owauca hashtag on pages 4-5.

AUCA Experiencing the lce Bucket Challenge

The worldwide Ice Bucket Challenge epidemic has
gripped AUCA. During last two weeks this virus got
trendy among our students. AUCA students, especially
freshmen, are uploading their challenge videos in
social media such as Facebook, Instagram, Twitter
and YouTube, which are already full of this kind of
videos. This challenge has soaked not only students,
but the administrative stuff, too. Andrew Wachtel, the
president of AUCA, accepted the challenge after he got
nominated by students, and he poured a bucket of water
over himself. You can find a video of him on AUCA TV’s
Facebook page.

Rustam Khalilov, JMC-113, started a campaign
at AUCA with his friends to support Bakhtiyar
Tynchtykbek uluu, a child with a serious form of skin
cancer from Toktogul (Kyrgyzstan, Jalal-Abad). “I was
not nominated as it is set by the rules of the challenge.
I just liked the way people around the world raise
awareness through the game and donate for diseased
people, and I decided to start the same game here in
AUCA. People joined in and together we began our
version of ALS Ice Bucket Challenge, but for us it is
to support Bakhtiyar”, says Rustam. Nurlan Asakeev,

PSY-113, prepared a donation box in Bravo, and he is
the one who is responsible for this box and the money
that is being raised.

The ALS Ice Bucket Challenge started in the U.S. to
raise awareness of the ALS and incite people to donate
money for research and treatment of this disease. ALS
(Amyotrophic lateral sclerosis) is a slowly progressive,
incurable degenerative disease of the central nervous
system that defeats motor neurons and causes muscle
atrophy, because of which there appear difficulties in
speaking, swallowing and breathing.

At AUCA, Rustam used the momentum to slightly
repurpose the challenge and gather donations for the
treatment of Bakhtiyar, an 8-year-old boy, who is
seriously diseased. He has a rare type of skin cancer
— xeroderma pigmentosum — which is a process when
skin and tissue covering the eye are extremely sensitive
to ultraviolet light. Bakhtiyar’s parents found out about
hisillness when he was 6 months old. Since that time his
disease is progressing and has already covered all over
his face and neck, and causes him pain. Except for this
difficult disease, in November of 2011 Bakhtiyar was hit
by a car and got a brain injury, which caused even more

pigments on his face and the illness started progressing
faster. Now Bakhtiyar and his mom are in Russia to
get treatment, though he still needs an overwhelming
amount of money.

If you get nominated for the Ice Bucket Challenge,
please consider making a donation.

Application process was not
hard at all. I filled out the necessary
forms, provided two recommendation
letters from my professors, an official
transcript and a statement of purpose.
Length requirement for the statement of
purpose was no more than 500 words for
two questions, so I had to be precise in
stating my reasons for coming to Bard as
an exchange student. It took me about a
week to complete the process.

At Bard, discussion plays a
great role in the study process.
Not to say that in AUCA discussion
is disregarded, but at Bard it is just
organized differently. Professors there
act more like moderators of the class
discussion rather than instructors. This
lack of hierarchy between a professor
and a student, which is still present at
AUCA, encourages students to develop
their ideas and successfully collaborate
with professors and each other.

Students are different: they are
very motivated and independent. During
my time at Bard I rarely saw unprepared
students in the classroom. Lots of
them did extra work and reading in the
spheres they were interested in; students
took charge of their own studies.

Best moments: NYC. Seriously, I
wanted to write something less obvious,
but I couldn’t: the city is fascinating.
Bard is located in the Hudson valley,
which isn’t far from the Big Apple, so it
was easy to visit the city. New York is
charming with all its avenues, museums,
restaurants.
